DRIVING COURSE
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We generally use a 25hp-45ph JD tractor with an 8’ x 15’ flat bed utility trailer.
(Type of tractor and trailer dimensions are subject to change from year to year)
Course side dimensions are generally 35’ long for Sr. and 40’ long for Jr. & Inter.
Course top and bottom dimensions are generally 25’ long for all classes.

Trailer will start and end inside a shed with 6” clearance on both sides and rear.
All dimensions and course directions are subject to change to accommodate the
tractor/trailer and course area.

Course entry and exit will have clearance of 4” either side of trailer.
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
